the concerned polling 
booth. Even if a voter 
possesses an ID issued 
in another constituency, 
they will be allowed to 
vote only if their name 
appears in the current 
booth’s voter list.
In cases where there 
is a mismatch in the 
photograph on the voter 
ID, polling officials may 
ask the voter to produce 
an additional valid photo 
identification from the 
approved list to confirm 
their identity.
The clarification comes 
as part of efforts to 
ensure maximum voter 
participation and to 
avoid confusion among 
the electorate ahead of 
the upcoming Assembly 
elections.
